Both the Sexual Health talks in schools 
and youth groups, and the Mom‘N’Me 
time group serve to help the next 
generation make better sexual health 
choices and raise healthier children, 
respectively. 

Thank you to each one of you who has 
continued to support the Centre over the 
years either through praying, volunteer-
ing, or blessing the Centre financially. 
Please read below a little bit about how 
“love in action” has touched our clients.   
 

  
I would like to start off by saying how 
much this organization means to 
persons like me. I moved here from 
Halifax, with no family and I utilize the 
services as needed. It makes me feel 
supported and confident that my baby 
and I will be okay. The centre has 
become my family as I walk through my 
journey. Every time I leave [the Centre] I 
am uplifted, my spirits are good.

When Lily (not her real name) a 15 year 
old girl came into the centre, it was 
mostly because she was confused 
about what to do about her pregnancy. 
Both Lily and her boyfriend were from a 
cultural background that would shun 
them for having a child outside of 
wedlock. However, Lily’s mother 
seemed much more understanding and 
was willing to support Lily in her 
decision. Her father, not so much; in fact 
she was so worried about his reaction 
that she did not tell him. During her time 
in the counselling room, Lily was worried 
about everybody’s feelings but her own. 
She was encouraged to consider the 
feelings of those involved but to 
remember that she would be the one 
having to make the final decision. Lily 
expressed much ambivalence about the 
whole situation: wanting to keep and 
parent her baby but worried that her 
boyfriend would be ostracized from his 
family if they found out he had sired a 
child. She also expressed much fear of 
abortion and the abortion methods used. 
She has been encouraged to come back 
to the centre with her boyfriend so that 
he too can get some options 
counselling. As I write this, Lily has still 
not made a decision. Her morning 
sickness lasts all day and she feels she 
is gaining weight. She still feels much 
confusion over the pending decision. 
Her mother, the only person that knows, 
says that Lily must make the decision. 
At fifteen, Lily is faced with making one 
of the biggest and most important 
decisions in her life. Please join us in 
praying for her to make a life-affirming 
choice.
